Step 1 - Mini Course:  After you submit your entry you will be
invited to follow a self-paced online mini-course that will
kick start your business idea development. 
Step 2: Online Bootcamp:  Based on mini-course
submissions, 25 teams will be invited to participate in an
online three-day bootcamp focused on the development
and refinement of your green business idea with an
international trainer from ClimateLaunchpad. 
Step 3: Coaching and National Final:  Coaching support to
help you perfect your pitch, value your proposition, and
develop your business model. After that, you’ll be ready for
the National Final where you get to pitch in front of the
National Jury with the top 3 ideas going forward to
represent Ireland in the international finals.
